
                                The University of Central Missouri Gallery of Art & Design is pleased to announce an 
                                international juried textile exhibition exploring the interconnected relationships between artist           
process, medium, and life. Collective Thread – a juried fiber & textile exhibition, will showcase contemporary 
quilters, textile artists, and fiber artists; representing how through a common or “collective” medium, a diverse and 
exploratory range of art can be produced. Juror for Collective Thread is acclaimed artist and University of Central 
Missouri faculty member, Annie Helmericks-Louder.  Recently included in the Studio Art Quilt Associates international 
traveling exhibition: A Sense of Direction: Sitelines; Helmericks-Louder works as a painter and textile artist and is 
represented by the Strecker-Nelson Gallery in Manhattan, Kansas, and the Leopold Gallery in Kansas City, Missouri. 

Eligibility:
Collective Thread is a juried show of contemporary textiles, 
open to national and international artists. Open to all profes-
sional contemporary, traditional, and transitional, professional 
artists 18 years and over working with the medium of fiber art.  
All works must be based in a fiber medium.Other techniques 
and mediums may be incorporated. Works must be ready to 
hang and/or exhibit. Works must be original and completed 
within the past two years. Maximum size is 72” high and 108” 
wide.There is no minimum size.

Awards:
$500 best in show, plus a solo exhibition in 2011.

About the Juror: Annie Helmericks Louder
Originally from Tucson, Arizona, Annie Helmericks-Louder now 
lives and works in Missouri and has been teaching university 
studio courses at all levels for 11 years.  She holds a BFA in 
Painting from the University of Arizona and an MFA in painting 
and fibers from the University of Missouri. “As an artist, I estab-
lish understanding by visually tracing and recording where I 
have been.  A maker of things, I find with my hands the spirit of 
home and my place in the world. My strongest personal 
influence was my mother, nature writer and explorer Constance 
Helmericks.  By early example, she showed me that looking into 
canyons, mountains, rivers and streams could be a way of 
living. A love of land forms my inner landscape; it is my geogra-
phy of hope.  An autographical storyteller, my work bears simple 
witness to the poignancy of everyday life. Purposely entangled, 
my ‘stories’ are not linear but are more a building up of experi-
ence, memories and questions.” 

Entry Fees:
You may enter up to three (3) artworks by submitting the 
required materials. INCOMPLETE ENTRIES WILL NOT BE 
ACCEPTED. Entry fee is $25 for three (3) works; entry fees 
are non refundable. Make check or money order payable to the 
UCM Gallery of Art & Design. If payment is not included, the 
entry will not be processed. 

Submission Procedures: 
To Submit: send one CD with three (3) images (4 in. x 6 in. 
at 300 dpi) in .jpg format (up to six (6) with detail), please 
include an artist’s statement and biography in a Word 
document on the CD. No PowerPoint presentations, 
please. CDs will not be returned. All images should be on 
one CD labeled on the CD or case with the artist’s name. 
Please name the image files in the following way: Entry 
#_Title F (full) orD (detail). Entry form, fee, images, 
statement, and bio must be postmarked by March 1, 
2010. Artist will be notified of acceptance by April 15, 2010. 
We reserve the right to reject entries that are not accurately 
represented by the images. Additionally, we reserve the right 
to use images of the work for publicity purposes.

Insurance:
The UCM Gallery of Art & Design will insure all works from 
the time they arrive on site until the time they leave our 
premises. Artist should insure their works while in transit.

Presentation:
All work received must be ready to hang, including the 
hanging rod (if applicable). 3D and non conforming work will 
be displayed appropriately.

Sales:
We encourage artist to offer their works for sale.The UCM 
Gallery of Art & Design will retain a 30% commission on all 
sales.

Shipping & Receiving:
Artists are responsible for all shipping cost. Please ship 
FedEx or UPS and enclose a completed and pre-paid return 
shipping label. Works not including a pre-paid return 
shipping label may be excluded from the exhibition. 
Accepted works should arrive at The UCM Gallery of Art 
& Design,  217 Clark St., Warrensburg, MO 64093 from 
May 1 - 10, 2010 between the hours of 10am - 5pm. 
Works will be available for pick up on June 28, 2010 and 
works will be shipped on or about June 30, 2010.
